Ideas for Proposals
Environmental stewardship of farming practices (safe use of fertilizers & chemicals)
Food & Fiber production and processing (how crops make it from the farm to the table)
Environmental Impacts on plant/livestock production (Impacts of drought, flooding, disease, etc.)
How to manage the business of farming (planting, harvesting, marketing, selling, etc.)
How agriculture is growing the renewable fuels of the future (ethanol and biodiesel sources)
How laws and regulations have changed agriculture (water use, fertilizer, chemicals, safety, etc.)

Past Winning Projects
Fourth grade students planted gardens in empty school courtyard and learned about fertilizer and
chemical use, marketing a product and plant & soil science.
High school agriculture students introduced an agricultural awareness day to the rest of the student body.
Kindergarteners participated in “Farm Fridays,” using different letters of the alphabet to learn about
different types of agriculture.
Third grade students planted a square foot garden and monitored plant growth and progress, soil levels
and water use.
